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 TITLE:  THEFT OF PROPERTY/FLEEING 
 SILOAM SPRINGS, AR – 15 OCT 2009 
 
The Siloam Springs Police Department is seeking information concerning the location of 
Jeremiah Eugene MILLS (age 20).  Mills is a white male, 5’8” and approximately 140 pounds 
with brown hair and brown eyes.  Mills last known address was in Siloam Springs.  Mills is 
currently on probation and wanted for questioning for Theft of property (motor vehicle) and 
fleeing. 
 
At approximately 0900, October 15, 2009, Siloam Springs Police observed a disabled vehicle in 
the area of Jefferson Street and East Main Street.  As the officer approached the vehicle, the 
two occupants fled on foot into a nearby tree line.  A short foot pursuit ensued and a Siloam 
Springs Police K-9 was called out and began a track of the subjects.  During the K-9 search, 
one of the subjects was observed fleeing the tree line and after a short chase, was arrested.  
The subject, a 15 year old juvenile male (name withheld) from Gentry AR was charged with 
Theft of Property (motor vehicle), Fleeing and Public Intoxication and was transported to the 
Benton County Juvenile Detention Center.   The vehicle belonged to a family member of the 
juvenile, and was reportedly out of state when the theft occurred. 
 
Mills was identified as the second subject and driver of the vehicle.  If you have any information 
concerning the whereabouts of Jeremiah Eugene Mills, please contact the Siloam Springs 
Police department at (479) 524-4118.
